Development Day...This Friday—PD DAY 

A reminder from the TCS Year at a Glance that was 

sent out in August, there will be no school at TCS this 

Friday as our staff join all the Toronto region Christian 

schools at TDCH to learn about the ‘Responsive 

Classroom”.  This PD day will focus more on what kind 

of good structures need to be in place in a classroom/

school which lead to more effective learning.   

 

The ‘Responsive Classroom’ consists of practical 

strategies that better support social, emotional and 

academic growth which leads to strong and safe 

communities. 

 

Our Christian school organization is constantly 

reviewing the best school strategies that lead to the 

most effective teaching.  This Friday’s one day 

workshop will be about what school structures best 

allow and support good learning environments. 

 

The link between a good school atmosphere and 

effective learning is proven again and again.  That is 

why at TCS we spend a lot of time on the ‘minor 

student situations’ because we know if we do a good 

job of dealing with the 2 - 4 (on a scale of 1 - 10) 

situations we stay proactive and keep them from 

getting higher on the scale...which leads to better 

learning overall and a stronger community. 

 

This workshop on Friday, with over 20 other Christian 

schools, will cause us to dig even deeper into this 

research.
