An update on Bus Routes from the Transportation Committee

Now that we are settled into the school year, we wanted to provide a quick update. To ensure
consistency, safety, and fairness for all our riders, the bus routes for the 2025-2026 school
year are now finalized and will be emailed to parents soon. As usual, once the final routes are
published, we are not able to accommodate any requests for changes to bus stops or routes
for the remainder of this year.

We know that questions about routes come up, so we wanted to share a little insight into the careful planning that goes
into creating them:
® Community-Focused Stops: Our routes are built on a "community stop" model. Each location is carefully selected
as a safe, central point to serve several families in a given neighbourhood. All stops are also reviewed and
approved by our partners at Landmark to ensure they meet strict safety criteria.
® Efficient Routes: We strive to design routes that keep the ride time as short as possible for all students, balancing
directness with the need to serve our widespread community.
® Full Capacity: We are thankful that so many families utilize our bus service, and as a result, most of our buses are
currently running at full capacity. Adding another bus costs the school close to $70k per year and directly impacts
tuition. Optimizing our bus routes helps us fully utilize the investment made each year.
® Serving Our Whole Community: Our team works hard to create routes that are as fair as possible for everyone.
Many families travel a considerable distance to their community stop, and we are grateful for their commitment.
To put this in perspective, 44 children travel more than 5 kilometres to their community bus stop each way.
