2.  Submit the family $300.00 re-registration deposit to the office by etransfer sent by February 28th to 
finance@timothychristianschool.ca, you must use the password: school, OR cheque post-dated by February 
28th may be sent with your child to school, mailed or left in our outdoor drop box outside the grade 8 wing - 
please let the office know, OR by pre-authorized withdrawal on March 1st if you already use pre-authorized 
withdrawal.      
*UPDATE: If you are applying for financial aid, please do so by February 4th via the FAST application on our TCS 
website under Admissions.
