Your TCS staff had a very enriching time of professional 
development at the Christian School Teachers’ convention at 
Redeemer University last week! The keynote speakers were 
actually the two authors of the book “Flourishing Together: A 
Christian vision for Students, Educators and Schools” that many 
of us leaders are studying this school year. 
 

Authors Lynn Swaner and Andy Wolfe led keynote sessions on the 
following areas that lead to flourishing schools: 
Purpose - the importance of clarity and strong vision for schools 
Resources - the importance of human resources and physical 
resources to support teachers as they teach students 
Learning - remembering that schools are places of learning  
Relationships - the importance of community and connecting well together 
Well-Being - the importance of the emotional health of both students and staff at a school 
 

They reminded all of us that the above areas support educators who teach students. When educators flourish, it leads 
to deep and engaging environments for students to then flourish. Students are the heart of these communities and our 
goal in education is to see our students flourish in their connection with God in all things! The authors did a wonderful 
job of unpacking each of the above areas and continually challenged our schools to keep growing in the above areas to 
push our schools to flourish! There were over 1300 Christian school educators at the convention at Redeemer 
University and it was very powerful worshiping with a group so connected in vision!

Year-end Donation Opportunity 
As we draw closer to the end of 2022, some of you may be interested in making a year-end gift to Timothy Christian 
School. One way you can do this is through appreciated securities through the Christian School Foundation. If you have 
unregistered publicly traded securities that have gained in value over the time you have owned them, using these gifts 
for our school can be a great idea! HOW does this work? If you bought shares for $1,000 and they are now valued at 
$5,000 – they are subject to Capital Gains tax if you convert them to cash first. Instead, if you transfer them directly to 
a charity, you will give a gift that cost you $1,000, but you will get a donation receipt for a $5,000 gift (for many, 
reducing their taxes by approx. $2,000)! Since the charity doesn’t pay capital gains taxes when they convert them to 
cash, it gets the full $5,000 in funds to support its important work! Talk to your financial advisor or contact Kevin 
teBrake at our Christian School Foundation ktebrake@christianschoolfoundation.ca to learn more. We recommend 
initiating this type of gift soon to gain from the tax advantage in 2022.
