Parents please note the following very important dates, that
start this week, to re-register your children for NEXT YEAR at
TCS!  We need to hear from you before February 1st in order to
hold a spot for your child next year. We greatly appreciate our
students and parents and we hope you will continue at TCS! If
you have any questions about next year, please feel free to
contact Mr. Berg directly (rberg@timothychristianschool.ca).
Contact Mrs. Tait in the front office if you need help with the
online re-registration process.
● THIS Wednesday: Present TCS families can re-register

online via Sycamore for 2023-2024. Instructions will be
emailed. Re-registration is Jan 18 to Feb 1. Present TCS
families have these two weeks to hold a spot for their
children for next year. Please note that re-registration is
only complete if the online application has been submitted
with the PITCH form and the $300 deposit has been
received (ONE deposit per family).

● ALSO on Wednesday, JK applications will be accepted for next year. Please be sure to indicate in the application if
you are requesting the Monday, Wednesday, Friday (part time JK program) or if you are interested in the five days a
week (opting into the additional Tuesday and Thursday program which is extra tuition if you are part time). JK
applications accepted Jan 18th and ongoing.

● February 1st - TCS office will be taking NEW family applicants, SK to grade 8, for next year.
● February 2nd - Potential wait lists as registration will be on a first come first register basis.

**Please note: After February 1st, 2023, students enrolled in classes will be on a first come first register basis until a
classroom is capped then a waiting list will be started for that class. Existing families who wait until after February 1st to
register will also be waitlisted if the classroom is full. A completed registration will include the Sycamore online
application fully completed AND submitted with the completed PITCH form and the $300 deposit.
