Buses are at or nearing capacity
Parents…Please be aware our TCS-Unity Buses are getting full. In fact a few routes are at capacity on paper. We
realize that not everyone is on the bus each time but please be aware that when planning after school events and
inviting other students on your child’s bus the maximum number of students permitted on a bus is 75. This means
that at any time the bus reaches capacity we will ask all the ‘extra’ students to wait in the office to be picked up by a
parent.
